Using Web AppBuilder for ArcGIS, they created one app that contained various web maps of the utility
network, and with AppStudio for ArcGIS, they built a corresponding mobile app. PP determined that, from there, the
company’s GIS administrators could use these app builders to customize and adjust the tools—as well as build new apps
and update old ones—since neither requires any coding.

With its underlying HTML5 technology, the PP app can be used in web browsers on various devices. This cultivates a unified
user experience among office employees and field workers.
